2. Key strengths of the proposed designs:

O Would love to see the walking path circle the entire field, around the baseball diamond,
along the Barbara Ave fence to meet up with the path under the redwood trees on the
east side of the campus.

O By the Barbara Ave gate there is an opportunity for trees.
2. Concerns or challenges identified:

o Students:

How about a bike-parking area?

Our feedback from Room 18.

It would be good to have a circular path where we can walk at recess.
We need more 4 square areas.

A ball wall.

Teather ball.

A race track.

A tree swing or a tire swing.

Outdoor toys like big lego blocks.

Outdoor easels.

On the lawn, we would love two soccer goals for recess games (15 in agreement).

Request for gardens to be level with the ground so that students can investigate (15 in
agreement). It appears as though they are planning on remodeling the kinder
playground and there are concerns about that (20+in agreement), or make the kinder
yard better because the big play yard always gets refreshed and the younger yard is full
of rust (26 in agreement).

O Add a bit more to the kids yard and also add more greenery.

O There is concern with the walking path going through the basketball court because that
is where PE and basketball games are held.

o Staff:

o | wonder about the durability of the various stations and who will see to their upkeep; It
would be nice to hear from a site that has already implemented a similar plan, this
would give us a chance to hear about the challenges and successes that are, at the
moment, unknown to us.

o Sections 6 and 7 seem overkill. They utilize much used grass space thatis used during
recess.

3. Suggestions for improvement:

o Students:

O -Students would love to have some trees be fruit trees
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O -Some students don't like that the amphitheater is so close to the blacktop
o I think the outdoor learning plan is great but | think sitting on rocks for a long time might
hurt.

o Staff:

O | think we need to include a succulent garden. | can't help thinking the space in 5/8 may
be tough to monitor at lunch. | think the design will certainly improve the school
environment and | could see how it could bring kids together. | love that instead of a big
open space there are intentional gathering areas. Can we please get a big giant rock to
climb? The whole community would celebrate Bubb.

o Parents/Community:

O There are various concerns with the usability of the current space if these proposed
changes were to take place. The first concern is the field usage, as #7 seems to
interfere with the flow and usability of the athletic field for various sports events, such
as soccer. Even a slight encroachment on the school side of the athletic field takes
away from the space that is used by various sports, as it causes a shift towards the
Barbara Ave. side, leading to possible safety concerns. The school does not really have
use for an outdoor performance area (#6 and #7). While attractive looking, it doesn't
serve the needs of this community and could be done without. What would be a better
use of the money while still incorporating the idea of outdoor exploration would be to
utilize the existing redwood tree area bordering the pathway running along the field.
This area is already shaded and usable. Clearing a pathway under these trees along the
fence line and installing stumps/rocks/native plants would be an excellent use of space
that would not interfere with the field. If it were possible to make a decomposed
granite/dirt pathway or larger area there without negatively impacting the existing
redwood growth, this dead space could be a welcome addition to outdoor exploration
and would be used by the students and community. There are multiple larger areas
there that could be utilized for this purpose.

O Need to focus on the playgrounds and redo them at the same time so we don’t have to
live through 2 construction sites.

O The proposed draft does not take into account the immediate and necessary needs of
the school. | believe the money would be better spent addressing and updating the
current structures first and making them more usable. | also believe we should build
upon the current greenery/trees already established and making changes that would
incorporate what is existing. | don't think this is a one-size-fits-all approach and each
school site has its own needs. We would be better served catering the plan to those
individual community needs instead of making every site look exactly the same. |
believe the current plan doesn't seem to take into account shading for the playground
structures. Since the children spend a significant amount of time on them, it would
seem wise to shield the area with shade canopies, as the equipment tends to get hot. |
would deem this more desirable than putting trees there, as Bubb tends to have a crow
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problem and there would be a lot of unwelcome debris/bird droppings onto structures
that would require maintenance or upkeep

where in the feedback did a stage get proposed? i really don't see that anywhere in the
feedback and am curious why it was put in the plans. ie why isn't feedback being used.

Don't have Carducci do anything at the front of the campus or between the buildings on

the west side of campus. The district could always make additional cutouts between the
buildings and the PTA could landscape them. Canopy can do all of this for much less, ie
$20k for 50 trees, where Vargas' phase 1 cost ~$270k for 62 trees.

Don't do the 1/7 mile pathway. The existing fences are set up for vehicles to go through
and it's unclear how they'd be modified to allow for pedestrian traffic. It's like Carducci
didn't even walk the campus to see if the modifications would be possible.

Don't do Carducci's work in the area by the kinder classrooms. Decomposed granite is
going to get muddy when it rains, and the existing cutout are slated to be replanted by
Canopy.

Make an additional cutout in the back park lot in the concrete strip closest to the
classrooms by the MUR to add a tree. It's really hot/sunny for parents waiting. this
would be under the greening of campus and Carducci has trees on their plans in that
parking lot that just don't exist. how is that possible for what the district is paying.

3/4 The last wing of the classrooms near to the MUR, rooms 17-20, have their front
doors right next to the walking path (4), and only can access the flexible outdoor
classroom space (3) through their back doors, which do not have key locks. There is an
outdoor courtyard in front of the classrooms (at least classrooms 17 and 18) which
would be great to have larger outdoor learning space accessible through the front of the
classrooms.

Also, | thought that with the new safety plans put into place this year with key-card
locks instead of physical keys and no lock-blocks on the doors, teachers were strictly
not allowed to prop open doors at any time. The front doors have key locks and we are
able to leave them unlocked so students can freely come in and out of the classroom.
But, there are no low windows on the front side of the classrooms so we could not
supervise any students in an outdoor learning space unless we went out there whole
class. There are low windows on the backside of the classroom, but unless we are able
to unlock or prop open our back doors, the outdoor learning space would not be very
usable for individual students since they would not be able to come back in the
classroom without someone inside opening the door for them.

O Because the low windows are only on the back side of the classrooms, and if we are

able to prop open or unlock our back doors, | would suggest adding an outdoor learning
space where there already is a nice garden between the first row of classrooms and the
library building. That would allow all 3 rows of classrooms to have an outdoor space
accessible where they can see students out there from inside the classroom. Just
having 2 between the buildings does not provide the same access for all classrooms.
It's hard to tell if 6 is accessible to all students.

StUdentS -1 think that its a really good idea to develop the area around the library

to make it more accessible for instruction (whole class agrees). We would like to have
two trees around the doors of the MUR when you walk in (whole class in agreement).
We would like a little reading area outside of the library for times when it's closed (I
stopped asking for those in agreement)- adding on, outside the library is dead and
depressing. Needs more greenery around the library. We need a climbing tree. We
would like a treehouse (whole class agrees). We need more trees around the basketball
court. We think there should be more shade around the library learning areas as well.

The nonprofit org Canopy has already committed to donating trees that can be planted
all over campus, and that should take precedence over the planned installations by this
firm, saving money for other needed improvements, such as replacing the old and dated
play structures.

The Bubb campus is in need of updated play structures. They are all due for upgrading,
in particular the one by the kindergarten classrooms, which currently has a vintage
metal slide that gets heated and rusty monkey bars that hurt kids' hands. Would like to
strongly request that the district and this firm provide a holistic design plan that
integrates new play structures along with any other landscaping changes so that there
can be just one phase of demolition and construction that can be completed together.

Please consider using the wonderful existing shaded space along the east boundary of
the school field under the redwood trees. Utilizing existing tree shade means immediate
utilization of shaded play areas for kids instead of years of waiting for tree shade to
develop. Itis a lovely natural area that has potential to be enhanced with more natural
plantings as well as the addition of benches, tree stumps and logs, rocks that can be
used for gathering and for play. This area can be well utilized by students during the
school day as well as by the greater community, during open use hours. Adults and kids
already utilize this shaded area for seating and play when they are attending sports
games and practices that occur on the adjacent field.

Are we still keeping the native plants garden outside rooms 9-12 where monarch
butterflies migrate seasonally?

Remove carducci focus on front of school( 1 and 8)

There is no real need for a seating area with decomposed granite in the front of the
school (#1), as the majority of people only quickly pick up and drop off and do not have
the opportunity to utilize the space for any length of time. If there is a desire for this, a
simple long bench or two would suffice, rather than tearing up the grass and installing
decomposed granite at great cost.

| believe having nicer seating and areas in the classroom wings (#3) is a useful addition,
as there are times when group work is performed outdoors and the current solution is
for kids to sit on the floor and use buckets, so seating there would be great. Regarding
#4, | believe a painted loop path is not a wise use of money and have concerns it would
be largely ignored and unused by kids.

My general desire is for the funds to be used on new and larger playground equipment
structures. | do not think it is necessary to have a "Magical Bridge" playground at the
school site, as there are multiple ones in a 10 mile radius and all of them look exactly
the same. There are plenty of playground structures that exist which are different and
could incorporate the idea of exploration as well as the opportunity for children to climb
and be more physical, while still offering areas of accessibility that do NOT have to be a
Magical Bridge, as that is already extremely redundant in the Bay Area. See playgrounds
in Orange County, CA for ideas.

As another suggestion for fund usage, it would be great to have larger areas for Living
Classroom/planting that could encourage a more "farm to table" opportunity for Bubb to
grow some of its own produce that could be used during meals.

Lastly, as a minor improvement, it would be great to update the shade in the baseball
dugout/bleachers, as the baseball field is utilized by various Little League teams and the
general community.
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o Concerned that the ongoing maintenance cost of the Nature Play and Gathering area
will cut into school site budget significantly.

o Performance area looks too small to be used for all school gatherings, but too big to be
used for classroom learning as the seating area is quite far away from the stage area.
Unsure how students/teachers will overcome sound/communication challenges.

o  Would like to request 3D renderings of the proposed spaces, as an aerial 2D view is not
sufficient for understanding the plan for detailed input.
